
 

O ver thirty years ago on a cold early April morning, my 
younger brother stood at our 
kitchen window looking out. Rob 
was ten or eleven years old.  Our 
window looked out to the back 
yard, not too big, but still part of 
the larger landscape of the Pocono 
Mountains, with wildlife abundant 
and frequently present. As he 
stood there, he happened to see a 
hawk swoop out of the sky and 
zap a starling sitting in the 
backyard. He ran out of the house 
and down the steps, over to where 
the hawk was holding sway. He 
intended to rescue the starling 
from òthe mean, old hawk.ó  As it 
developed, however, on that 
particular day that particular hawk 
was not intimidated.  Perhaps he 
was especially hungry but he did 
not fly off.  He spread his wings over his bird 
and stood his ground.  It was as if he was 
saying: òThis is mine and you canõt have 
it.ó  Rob retreated to the house, holding back 
tears.  I tried to be some comfort: òRob, thatõs 
just the way hawks areê.thatõs the way Nature 
isêó, but he wasnõt ready to accept that fact. 
 We say that God is a God of love and 
mercy. But how do we know that?  From 
Nature?  Nature can be beautiful.  Nature can 
be awesome. But Nature is a-moral. Nature, 
the way life happens- out of our personal 
control, in the larger realm of life, can also be 
harsh and cruel ð at least from our perspective. 
 We know that God is a God of love and 
mercy from the testaments of Scripture: 
 

 

¶ Hosea 11:1  òWhen 
Israel was a child, I loved 
him, and out of Egypt I 
called my sonó 
 

¶ 1 John 3:1  òSee what 
love the Father has given 
us, that we should be 
called children of God, 
and so we areó 

 And we know it 
because of Godõs Jesus 
Christ and because of 
persons of love who 
have touched us. Out of 
Jesusõ life, death and 
resurrection there has 
been granted to us a 
demonstration of the 
love of God for us. It has 

not only been written in a book.  It has been 
expressed in a person.  It has been incarnate in 
an individual and an event. 
 When we see harsh things happen from 
which we want to turn our eyes, we still know 
that there is a deeper power among us that 
draws us together in love. 
 Our lives are to be a witness to Godõs love 
shown in Jesus, in life, in death- in nature and 
in human nature- to show that Godõs love is 
stronger than harm that comes. The lesson of 
Jesusõ very unnatural resurrection is to 
demonstrate Godõs love in action. 
 Do good. Love one another. Be slow to 
judge, quick to praise, and kind to everyone. 
Remember the people who are poor, 
oppressed, distressed, hungry, sick and in any 
way marginalized, and come to their aid

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Session Highlights: February 2016 
 

M oderator Rev. Dr. Thomas W. Blair called the Stated Meeting of Session of the Second Presbyterian Church, Baltimore, to order 
on February 21 and welcomed new Elders Larry Budd, Juli Callahan, 
and Len Levering to the Session.  He thanked Mark Felder and Jim 
Kucher for their dedicated service and contributions who will be 
stepping down to pursue other ministries at Second Presbyterian.   
 Dr. Blair introduced Clay Furtaw and Emily Inglis, members of the 
Ministry Assessment Team, to the Session.  Second Presbyterian 
formed the Team to specify the needs and characteristics that will 
be necessary for the new ordained position of Associate Pastor for 
Congregational Life and Christian Nurture at Second Presbyterian.  
Dr. Blair invited Clay and Emily to present their report on behalf of 
the Ministry Assessment Team.    
 To summarize, the Ministry Assessment Team recognizes the 
necessity of an ordained Associate Pastor position.  The Team, while 
meeting regularly over the past several months, is also taking a 
good hard look at membership growth to ensure a strong church.   
Session will address the question, òWhere does the church go now?ó 
as a follow-on action item.    
 As we talk about worship in general, are we feeding those who 
are coming?  Are our hearts in the right place?  What is the worship 
service doing to drive community development?  Is the worship 
service a means to the end?  These are some of the questions that 
will be discussed as part of the Ministry Assessment Team report for 
the Strategic Growth Plan.   
 In other matters, Amy Carlson, Director of Christian Formation 
and Congregational Life, and Session will be teaming up to host 
another pot-luck dinner for the confirmands in April.  Elder mentors 
have found that confirmands, while eating together, are eager to 
join in on the conversation about how they have grown in their faith 
during their confirmation class.  The dinner for the confirmands will 
be part of our having an informal conversation about their faith, 
membership, and what their faith journey has been like for them.   
 Dr. Blair, Rev. DiFrancesco, and Amy Carlson reviewed the 
Pastoral Care and Concerns list before closing the meeting with 
prayer.

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R eligious freedomñenshrined in our 
constitution and for which many early colonists 

made the arduous journey across the Atlantic to 
escape intolerance in England and elsewhereñdid 
not immediately arise the New World. A key figure 
in the transition to religious tolerance and 
ultimately religious freedom, as we know it, was 
Francis Makemie, the so-called father of American 
Presbyterianism.  
 Born in 1658 into a Protestant Ulster-Scots 
community in County Donegal, Ireland (Northern 
Ireland today), Makemie studied at the University 
of Glasgow and was ordained in 1682 by the 
Presbytery of Laggan. When a request arrived in 
Laggan for a Presbyterian minister to come to the 
Eastern Shore of the Maryland colony, Makemie 
answered the call.  
 In 1683, Makemie established four Presbyterian 
congregations in Rehobeth, Snow Hill, Princess 
Anne and Salisbury. Since these churches were 
under the direction of the Presbytery of Laggan, 
they are claimed to be the first Presbyterian 
churches in America. (Earlier churches founded by 
Presbyterian and Congregational ministers in the 
1640s existed in the Dutch colony of New York, but 
they werenõt affiliated with a Presbytery.) 
 Makemie built the church that has been called 
the òMother of Ten Thousand Churchesó and is the 
reputed birthplace of American Presbyterianism on 
land he owned in 1706. Old Rehobeth Church, a 
modest brick building with arched windows and a 
plain white interior, is located in Westover, 
Maryland, on the lower Eastern Shore between 
Snow Hill and Crisfeld. It is on the National Register 
of Historic Places.  
 1706 also marked the year that Makemie helped 
to gather Presbyterian ministers and elders to form 
the Presbytery of Philadelphia, the official birth of 
Presbyterianism in the colonies. He was elected as 

the first moderator. 
 Makemie was also 
a successful man of 
business, which 
supported his 
Presbyterian mission 
efforts. Having 
inherited ships, he 
developed a maritime 
trading business 
between England and 
her colonies in the 
New World. Five years 
after arriving in the 
colonies, he 
purchased land in the 
Accomack County on 
Virginiaõs Eastern 
Shore, and married 
the daughter of a 
local business man who had helped Makemie 
become established. 
 Francis Makemie is most remembered for being 
a crusader of religious freedom. He was thrust into 
this role beginning in 1699 when he sought to 
preach and hold religious meetings in Virginia. 
Because the Church of England was the official 
church in the Commonwealth, he had to appear 
before a magistrate to obtain a special license. 
Back in the mother country, the English parliament 
had passed the Act of Toleration in 1689 giving 
new rights to religious dissenters. A self-taught 
lawyer, Makemie successfully argued for the 
Virginia legislature to accord similar freedoms 
there.  
 Unfortunately for him, the license to preach only 
applied to Virginia. In 1707 he was arrested by the 
Colonial Governor of New York for preaching 
without a license there. He spent six weeks in jail 
before successfully defending himself against the 
charges on the basis of the English Toleration Act 
of 1689. The case is considered to be a landmark 
one in favor of religious freedom. The New York 
legislature subsequently passed a law to prevent 
such persecution in the future. It should be 
remembered, however,  that this was only a partial 
step to the full freedom of religion now 
guaranteed in the constitution. 
 Francis Makemie died in 1708 and was buried 
on his farm in Virginia.  

The American Presbyterian Experience: The Father of 
American Presbyterianism (the first of an occasional series)

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Newly published volume traces 
history and character of 
Reformation-inspired Christians

LOUISVILLE ð On the eve of the 
500th anniversary of Martin 
Lutherõs Reformation-launching 
writings and disputations, 
scholar and author Alec Ryrie 
has released a book he hopes 
will explain the origins and 
impact of the Protestant 
movement. Protestants: The 
Faith That Made the Modern 
World (Viking, April 2017) 
provides a comprehensive 
overview of major, and many 
minor, events throughout the 
history of Protestantism, and 
how it shaped and impacted 
the modern era. 
 Ryrie, a professor of 
Christian history at Durham 
University in England, set out to 
do in 500 pages what few have 
been able to accomplish in 
much longer or multiple 
volumes. Divided into three 
sections ñ the Reformation 
Age, the Modern Age and the 
Global Age ñ Ryrieõs survey 
sees Protestantism 
òsnowballingó from its scholarly 
beginnings to the current 
context of explosive growth in 
the global South. 
 Starting with rumblings 
within medieval Catholicism 
and attempts at internal reform 
of the Church, marching 
through the groundbreaking 
split from the Church by Luther 
and the theological 
groundwork of John Calvin ñ 
who codified òReformedó 
thought ñ and ending with the 
modern context, he leads 
readers not only through the 

historical and political 
landmarks that defined the 
Reformation, but also into the 
mindset of Protestantism itself. 
 The òpoint of no returnó for 
Protestantism, when it went 
from being an attempt by 
Luther to reform the wrongs he 
was confronting in the Catholic 
Church, happened at the 
Leipzig Disputation in June of 
1519. 
 òLuther has by then already 
developed his doctrine of 
justification by faith alone,ó 
Ryrie said via a Skype interview. 
òThat alone is something 
Catholicism could have, and 
now has, embraced in large 
part. The dispute over how faith 
and hope and love relate to 
one another could also have 
been resolved.ó 
 òThe key thing that happens 
at Leipzig is that Luther is 
pressed to submit his authority 
to those of the general 
councils, in particular the case 
of Jan Hus who was 
condemned to burn at the 
stake in 1415,ó he said. òLuther 
recognizes he has to either 
double down, or back down. 

And backing down was not the 
manõs style. He insisted that 
power of the Church in any 
form, not just the pope, cannot 
bind his conscience. As he 
would later put it, that he is 
captive to the Word of God and 
he doesnõt recognize any 
authority, including anybody 
elseõs right to interpret 
scriptureê Itõs a recipe for 
chaos.ó 
 The Protestant faith, Ryrie 
argues, is built on three tenets 
that infuse and inspire all 
Protestant thought. They are 
free inquiry, democracy and 
apoliticism. Of these, he says 
apoliticism is the most unique 
point. òProtestants might have 
sometimes confronted or 
overthrown their rulers, but 
their most constant political 
demand is simply to be left 
alone.ó 
 The other two tenets, free 
inquiry and democracy, would 
flow into the burgeoning 
Enlightenment movement and 
lead to great social and political 
change throughout Europe and 
the New World, even as 
Protestants attempted to build 
their òkingdom of heavenó 
rather than being subject to 
and self-interested in 
constructing earthly kingdoms. 
 And it is this passion for 
access to and knowledge of 
God that fuels one of 
Protestantismõs other well-
known features: division. 
Whereas the Catholic Church 
exerted control over its 
reformist tendencies, in the 
form of lay and monastic 
movements, Protestantism had 
no such superstructure within 
which further reforms could 
coexist.

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 òThere is a tension in 
Protestantism, and maybe in 
Christianity, between 
inspiration and institution,ó he 
said. òWhen you have a 
particular movement of the 
Spirit or a period of renewal 
and rediscovery, then the first 
generation is swept up by it. 
But unless itõs going to just 
flare up and disappear you 
need to create structures and 
institutions ñ churches. And as 
soon as you do that, it fossilizes 
and you lose some of the life, 
until that becomes the new 
establishment, which the new 
round of renewal will inevitably 
rebel against.ó 

  
 Digging into the 
ramifications of free inquiry, 
personal inspiration and 
institutional freedom, Ryrie 
spends a great deal of time 
looking at the issue of slavery 
in the book. He asks how 
people of seemingly good 

intent could end up on 
opposite sides of questions 
regarding the enslavement of 
other humans. 
 òSlavery had always been 
accepted, often regretted, but it 
was there and the biblical case 
for it was very strong,ó he said. 
òBut then you have this 
moment in the 19th century, 
and the real work is done by 
American radicals, who reach 
the point of saying this isnõt a 
tolerable evil and we should try 
to regulate or abolish it. Itõs 
inherently evil ñ it is a sin and 
always has been a sin; we just 
never saw it before. We spent 
18 centuries being wrong.ó 
 Once that is said, and a 
biblical interpretation of human 
dignity replaces the literal 
acceptance of slavery, Ryrie 
posits that many ethical 
disputes ñ including modern 
discussion of human sexuality 
ñ take place with this 
understanding as the great 
example of how accepted 
thought may be counter to 
biblical intent. òNobody says 
now that slavery could have 
actually been OK,ó he said. 
 While a widespread 
understanding of the birth of 
Protestantism and its expansion 
in theological and social 
contexts throughout the 
modern era is at the heart of 
Ryrieõs work, the bookõs final 
section on the Global Age of 
Protestant expansion is most 
compelling, and likely forward-
looking. 
 In this section Ryrie 
examines mission efforts in 
Korea, China, Africa and Latin 
America, focusing on how in 
each of these cases Protestant 
Christians have come to claim 
societal power, most often 
once the traces of colonial 
Christianity left and indigenous 
church leadership emerged. 

 Ryrie also looks at the 
influence of Pentecostalism, 
noting it is the fastest-growing 
form of Christianity worldwide 
and a subgenre of 
Protestantism that has found its 
way into almost every Christian 
expression. He predicts it may 
continue to grow and be the 
dominant expression of 
Christianity worldwide. 
 òYouõre bringing spiritual life 
in to the private sphere, and 
this has been whatõs helped to 
drive the Pentecostal 
explosion,ó he said. òIt also 
keeps Christianity, or these 
forms of Protestantism, out of 
the public eye. So you can have 
these huge religious 
movements as you do in Latin 
America and China especially, 
which are largely invisible. 
 òThere may come a point at 
which thatõs just not possible 
anymore, because of the sheer 
numbers.ó
